After the outbreak of the Pacific War, in order to enhance the US government’s control to public opinions, President
Roosevelt established the Office of Strategic Services in June 1942 to take anti-Fascism propaganda, psychological warfare
to enemy and information collection in all over the world. Until August 1945 President Truman dissolved the Office, in more
than three years it presented many reports about China’s resistance, making outstanding contributions to the promotion of the
Chinese people’s fighting spirit, to the inspiration of fight hearts of Chinese military and common people, and to the
consolidation of wartime relations between allied countries. The propaganda lines of the Office of Strategic Services to
China’s resistance, in particular the Office’s attitude to the CCP and its armed forces directly indicated the trend of the US
government's policies toward China, and revealed the substance of the USA’s Far East strategy.

During the Anti-Japanese War, though the county magistrates of the CCP and the Guomindang formed in the

construction process of their grass-root political power had almost historical positions, and carried great expectations of both
parties, they had many different characteristics. Because of the different design ideas of county administrations, the two
groups formed different social class frameworks; and because of different selection and appointment systems, the age
structures and educational backgrounds of the two groups were greatly different. Looking from implementation systems of
county administrations, the two groups had different working ways and styles, and the effects of administrations were quite
different. The historical facets with same names but different substances and the spirit worlds with very different interests
were to a great degree formed their different life tracks and life styles, and formed different political cultures, refracting the
different ideological signs and symbols of the Guomindang and the CCP.
